Summarized Reading of Genesis 1:1–2:4a (NLT)  (The account of creation) 
 

Reader: In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. The earth was 

formless and empty, and darkness covered the deep waters. And the Spirit of 

God was hovering over the surface of the waters. 

People: Then God spoke, and out of nothing He created all things. 

 

Reader: During the first five days of creation, God spoke into existence: light,
